11 January- Colonel John R. Allen ’76, USMC is selected to become the 79th Commandant of Midshipmen, the first Marine Corps Officer to hold this position.


12- October- Distinguished Graduates Award dinner recognizes Vice Admiral Charles S. Minter Jr. ’37, USN (Ret.); President James E. Carter ’47; Admiral Carlisle A.H. Trost ’53, USN (Ret.); and Colonel John W. Ripley ’62, USMC (Ret.)


7 June – Vice Admiral Richard J. Naughton ’68, USN becomes 57th Superintendent.

2003
March – Distinguished Graduates Award Dinner recognizes Ambassador William H. G. FitzGerald 1931; Rear Admiral Eugene B. Fluckey 1935, USN (Ret.); Rear Admiral Robert W. McNitt 1938, USN (Ret.); and Vice Admiral William D. Houser 1942, USN (Ret.)

15 May – a ribbon cutting ceremony is held to mark the completion of renovation of the center section of Bancroft Hall that includes the Rotunda, Smoke Hall, Memorial Hall, and “catacombs” on Deck 4.  This also celebrates the completion of the 10-year, $250 million renovation and modernization of Bancroft Hall, marking the first major reconstruction in almost 40 years.

May – The Naval Academy Company, Marine Barracks, Washington, start moving into a building on the Naval Academy grounds, which will serve as the Marine Quarterdeck, the command center for this company.  The building will be named for Major General Ben Fuller, the 15th commandant of the Marine Corps, who is buried in the Naval Academy cemetery.  The company’s barracks and mess hall will remain at the Naval Station.

5 June – Vice Admiral Charles W. Moore 1968, USN, becomes Acting Superintendent (58th)

The first Distinguished Military Professor in Leadership, funded through the family foundation of Bruce Lakefield 1967 and wife, Bernadine, is Colonel Arthur J. Athens, USMCR, USNA 1978.

2 August – Vice Admiral Rodney Rempt 1966, USN becomes 59th Superintendent.

18 September – Hurricane Isabel strikes the Chesapeake Bay area.  Many Academy buildings are flooded.

2 November – Groundbreaking held for the Commodore Uriah P. Levy Center and Jewish Chapel, which will be built adjacent to Mitscher Hall, with funds raised in a collaborative effort led by the Friends of the Jewish Chapel and assisted by the U.S. Naval Academy Foundation.  The new facility will house a fellowship hall, classrooms, offices, lounges, a media center, and the Academy’s Honor Court in the south wing, with the north wing housing the 410-seat Jewish Chapel.

31 December – Whiting-Turner Contracting Co. of Baltimore is awarded a $30.2 million contract to renovate Chauvenent Hall.  Renovations completed in June 2005.
